AVILUS: Within this project, funded by German Federal 
Ministry of Research and Technology, a consortium of 28 
leading industrial companies, small and medium enterprises 
(SME), as well as research facilities develop and prove high 
performance technologies in the field of VR and AR.

ImRoNet: metaio is one out of six partners of the ImRoNet 
project.
